Kind Karen saves a life

A mother-of-two from Willenhall
saved a life by giving bone
marrow 15 years after signing the
donor register.

Karen Brewer joined the Anthony
Nolan Trust register while giving
blood in 1994. Last year, she was
unexpectedly revealed as a match
for a seriously ill man.

Karen, who works at whg's Skills
Centre, received an intense course
of injections over several days
before undergoing a gruelling
procedure in London, which lasted
more than six hours.

She said: “It was very hard-going

but | received a lovely thank you
letter from the hospital saying |
had saved a life, which makes it all
the more rewarding.”

The adult patient’s details cannot
be disclosed but Karen will receive
an update on his condition in
coming months.

Jane Preece, whg Director of
Organisational Development,
said: "We fully support and admire
Karen's selfless decision to donate
stem cells to help save the life of a
person she does not know.”
